SUMMARY of the BLUE LANGUAGE

S R Ty T, TRRLER S s o 7

One only Common Language between nations is absolutely necessary.

The BLuk LANGUAGE is a system of an international practival langquage.

This new idiom is « spoken and written » : Its audition is equivalent to
its vision. Neither its pronuneiation nor its Ol’t/lOJl’lehJ offer any diffi-
culty to civilized peoples.

The progress hrought about by Tu Bruk LanGUAcE consists in its faei-
lity of acquiring owing to a very simple method of material distinction of
the different elasses of words of the language.

This conception allows to borrow from the philosophical languages their
practical part, while giving up their utopistical system of evocation of the
senses througn the only choice of the constitutive signs of the werds.

Tho grammatical material distinction is effected in the Brue Lancuace
through a combination of the length, of the sonorousness and of the endings
of the words the Asercr of which is thus changed with each class of
words.

In order to realize this instantancous elassification in an absolute way,
it has been necessary to modify somewhat the arbitravy divisions of the
usual gramwmar, .

These modilications not important have their ground in a theory of the
language casy to he understood.

After the division of Speech it has been set np a practical alphabet,
more simple than that of all other idioms. It contains but 19letters, exclud-
ing every other orthographical sign.

This alphabet will permnt to conslitute a priori a VOCABULARY, the
whole of the vorys of whiich will be theoretically fixed hefore hnotwing the
sENsE of a single word.

The sizunilications of the words of the DicrioNary will ho after chosen
amony the living languages according to the sunorousness of the words
thus previously formed. )

Two special rules of the BLue LaNcuage will contribute to its easy
acquiring.

1° The Rule of the tool u. This vowel, pronounced oo, will not be used
to the formation of the words; it will have hut a merely grammatical
function.

The only presence of the letter w will then indicate a madification of
seuso brought about in tho natural state of a word.

Tho place of this tool in the word will preciso after the nature of this
extension of signification.

Example : dog  dug, udog Dbitch §
dogu, doys, - wdegu bilches
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
